With
the theme of “peace through service,” he present the
elderly people, low income group, and minorities from three
perspectives. Yi uses the lightened three primary colors in
three circles as backdrop to represent the peace pigeon in the
backdrop.

In her picture, Jieyu expressed the golden yellow diffused from
the white sand under the red hot sun. All the shadows appear
to be extra white. The members wearing bright red clothes,
sweating, matches with the green mountains at the back to
form a eye-catching picture. They work together to keep the
beach clean. Avoiding the vicious circle done to the nature,
they endeavor to prevent disasters from happening to their
descendants.
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Judge's Comment

Siya depicts ethnic clothing in great details. Even the “three

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Judge's Comment

The 2-D graphics produced by Ziging Xu, a Class 6 student from Dalong Elementary School in Taipei City, convey much
tension. The setting and characters are finely depicted, as the earth and land are attacked by typhoon, tidal waves,
landslides, and more. Tortured by natural disasters, people from different races join to help the victims in the stricken
regions by donating supplies. The medical teams and volunteers from the Rotary Club endeavor to help them rebuild
their homes. Interlocking hands of people from different races are placed over planet earth, to inspire audiences to
understand that we all should collaborate to protect earth. At the ends, pigeons that represent peace fly through the
air, symbolizing the vision of accomplishing peace through serving all the peoples.

Zhijia’s graphic is refined and touching. The setup of the
animation is smooth, with appropriate arrangements of shots
and eye catches.
